English

This term we will be writing a Meeting Tale and a Biography. We will be
using the books 'The Arrival' by Sean Tann and Suffragette: The Battle for
Equality to inspire and support the children with their writing throughout
the term. Children will have opportunities every day fo read and answer
comprehension questions based on the different strands of reading. These
strands are tested in the SATs in May.

Children will be taught the grammar and punctuation that is needed for the
particular writing unit we are working towards. As well as this, we will
ensure that any subject knowledge gaps children have in this area are
taught throughout the week.

Spellings will be taught throughout the week and children will have time
each day to practise them. We will be following the Read Write Inc spelling
programme - each week we will be following a particular spelling pattern.
Spellings will be introduced on a Monday and there will be a spelling test

every Friday.

Maths

Maths units this term will include: place value, addition, subtraction,
multiplication and division. We will begin each maths lessons ensuring we
teach any gaps in children's subject knowledge to enable them to progress
through the year 6 maths curriculum.

Times table knowledge is key to many aspects of maths. Inyear 6 we will
be completing fimed fimes table grids on a regular basis. However, we
expect children to be an independent learner in this area and recite and
learn any tables they are not fluent in at home.

At West Lynn Primary School, our Maths Mastery curriculum approach
ensures every child can achieve excellence in mathematics. All children will
be taught the skills and concepts of the year 6 curriculum and will have
access to daily reasoning and problem solving challenges.

Curriculum
We realise that some children will feel a little apprehensive about the return to school. Adults will be on hand to talk to your children and to listen to their

concerns.

We will be including lots of additional PHSE sessions aimed at nurturing your child's mental health and well being.
During the Autumn term we will be continually assessing your child’s knowledge and we will target our teaching fowards filling any gaps at the start of each

lesson.
