ocean – the largest areas of water in the world.  

camouflage – when animals blend in with their surroundings so they are not 

seen by other living things. 

rock pool – a pool of water in a trench or rock left behind when the tide 

goes out.  

cliff – a steep rock face close to the edge of the sea.  

habitat – a natural environment that plants and animals live in.  

pollution - when the environment is contaminated, or dirtied, by waste, 

chemicals, and other harmful substances. 

reflect- the return of light or sound waves. 

circuit - a complete path around which electricity can flow.
