English
We start Year 3 by learning about warning stories. Our first
model text will tell the story of Kassim and the Greedy Dragon
and our class text will be the story of Icarus. Children will have
the opportunity to write in lots of different styles and learn
how to write detailed descriptions of characters and settings.
We will then move on to learning about persuasion texts where
we will be using the story of the Pied Piper of Hamelin to
support our learning.
Children will have allocated reading time each day and will be
using Accelerated Reader to do quizzes on books they have
read.
We will be using Read Write Inc for spellings. Children will be
introduced to a spelling rule each Monday, and consolidate their
learning through completing various activities during their daily
spelling lessons. Please note that whilst we no longer do spelling
tests, we are continually assessing children’s confidence with
different spelling rules and using this to plan next steps.

Maths
We will start by consolidating our knowledge about numbers
and place value and learning about numbers up to 1,000. We
will also learn how to use number lines.
Then we will move on to addition and subtraction using up to
3-digit numbers. We will also learn what we need to do when
we have to make exchanges. Children will have the opportunity
to use concrete resources to help them with their learning.
Times tables will also be taught during our maths lessons and
in discrete practice sessions. Children will be working on their
3, 4 and 8 X tables as well as consolidating their 2, 5 and
10's. We use a resource called 'Tackling Tables' at school, you
will be given a password and login details via Dojo in the near
future to help support your child. In the meantime
www.timestables.co.uk is a super, free resource to use at home
to help your child practice and offers a variety of games to
help them learn.
Arithmetic is also taught daily to help children build their
fluency with different calculations. We also spend time
looking at problem and reasoning questions, where we will
think about what the question is asking and the best way to
solve the problem.
